It is im
portant to increase God-aw

areness and faith before w
e begin 

praying for different issues.
•

Another exam
ple: you are leading a prayer m

eeting and it goes off the rails. 
You m

ay feel like the room
 is disjointed or som

eone is using the room
 to 

take the m
eeting in a personal direction and off the focused topic. The 

Prayer Leader can shepherd the room
 back to focusing on Jesus by taking a 

m
om

ent to have everyone verbally exalt Jesus.

In m
ost cases this w

ill refocus and unify the room
 so that prayer can 

continue.
•

I w
ant to challenge you this w

eek to begin your prayer m
eeting raising the 

God-aw
areness through exaltation, praise, thanksgiving, etc.
